| am requesting funding for the Campus Avenue Storm Drain Improvement Project in fiscal year
2026. The entity to receive funding for this project is the City of Upland, located at Campus
Avenue from Arrow Highway to Foothill Boulevard, and 11th Street from Fourth Avenue to
Campus Avenue. The funding would be used for the construction of a 0.7-mile reinforced
concrete storm drain pipeline, catch basins, local depressions, and storm drain laterals in order to
mitigate flooding at Upland Jr. High School along 11th Street, St. Joseph’s Catholic School
along Campus Avenue, and the neighboring residential and commercial area.
